Marc
Brown brought a slide
show and told of inci-
dents that were exam-
ples of very harsh bul-
lying. He used the Dis-
ney movie Beauty and
the Beast as an analogy.
He reminded us that the
“Beast” was not harm-
ing anyone; it was Gas-

“Beast” was a problem.
The townspeople went
along with  Gaston.

One bullying
incident could change
your life completely.

He
doesn’t want that to hap-
pen to any of us.

Hopefully, this
assembly reminded us
not to bully others and
not to stand by while
someone is being bullied.
Marc Brown encouraged
us to “Be like Belle.”
